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Three schools took part in the Greater Atlanta Summit!
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Three schools from Japan joined the Grassroots Summit in Greater Atlanta.
Oita Uenogaoka High School, registered as “Super Global School” by
Ministry of Education, took in high school and university students from
Colorado during last year’ s summit. Last August, in the all-Japan festival of
culture, the Chemistry Club from this school won first prize, in the natural
sciences and chemistry section for the third consecutive year. 15 students
from the Chemistry Club received grant from the TOMODACH! Initiative and
together with 2 teachers they took part in the Atlanta Summit this year.
