Society of San Diego and Tijuana. 173 people traveled
from Japan to participate in the various cultural
exchanges and friendship building programs,
including a three-nights homestay.

Thanks to TOMODACHI Initiative, Tokyo Club, TOYOTA,
Kyocera and JAL, 45 junior high school students and
their chaperones from Fudai-mura (village) of Iwate
and from Hirono-machi (town) of Fukushima also
joined this Grassroots Summit 2014. Fudai and
Hirono are on the Pacific coast of Tohoku Region and
were badly hit by the earthquake and tsunami in 2011.
Hirono is also recovering from the nuclear power
plant accident after the natural disaster.
