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In the morning of July 13th, the participants left Oita where they made many
friends. 19 of them continued on to other programs. CIE collaborated with the
regional organizations and volunteers to prepare homestay programs in

Kumamoto, Kyoto, and Fukushima, as well as an open program in Tokyo.

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Fukushima & Tokyo Program (Cooperated by Fukushima International Association)
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Fifteen students from the Amache Preservation Society participated!
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This year being the 70th anniversary since the end of WWII, CIE received a grant from “TOMODACHI Initiative” managed by an NPO in America called
US-Japan Council, and was able to invite fifteen high school and college students as well as 2 chaperones to join the Oita Grassroots Summit. They are

involved in the activities to preserve the relocation center for Japanese-Americans during WWIl in Granada, Colorado, known as “Camp Amache.”

Granada city, where they come from, is a community with a population of about 500, located near the state boundary. Some of the participants have

never been on an airplane before, and others have never seen an ocean before. This trip certainly must have been a positive stimulus for their growth.

One of the reasons for their participation was to give a presentation about Camp Amache three times during the Summit. The first presentation was
given at Ritsumeikan Asia Pacific University (APU) on the third day of the Summit. They used power point to show photographs as they spoke, and it was

easy to follow. They answered many questions from the students of the APU in an accurate manner.

In terms of the Local Session program, the Prefecture’s Board of Education showed full cooperation to prepare a program in collaboration with the Oita
Uenogaoka High School. The homestay program was also taken care of by the families of students at this High School. So the student participants from
America went to school with the host family’s students, ate bento lunch prepared by the host mother, and enjoyed life as a student in Japan. During
English classes, they broke up into small groups, and surrounded by Japanese students, each had a discussion about their life and personal interests. This
discussion seemed to have been the most enjoyable for both American and Japanese students. The American students of course gave presentations in

front of many students of the Uenogaoka High School.

The final presentation was given immediately preceding the Closing Ceremony. This presentation was given in front of Prefectural Governor Hirose,

Mayor Sato of Oita City and other guests, as well as all the host families and volunteers, but the presentation was done in a composed manner.
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First Program to connect the Grassroots Summit, Kochi University, and visits to enterprises in Tokyo
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CIE has been acting as an intermediary to form a cooperative exchange between University of Texas at Dallas (UTD) and Kochi University. UTD was very helpful to us during

the 2012 Summit in North Texas, and Kochi was Manjiro’s native prefecture. As a part of this exchange, 4 students of UTD and the director of UTD Asia Center participated in
the Oita Summit. After the Summit, they spent one week at Kochi University and another week in Tokyo, for a program total of 21 days.

At Kochi University, they attended lectures on “Tosa Nikki” and about Japanese pop culture, and learned to speak Japanese during a Japanese language class. Exchange
among students were quite intimate, including visits to karaoke, and they met many students of the same age range. Through two days of homestay, they were able to
experience daily life in a Japanese home not only in Oita but also in Kochi. In addition to all this, Kochi was directly hit by a typhoon, so that the students experienced the
fierceness of nature specific to Japan. One of the participants commented that “I was able to experience something typically Japanese, with an earthquake in Oita and a
typhoon in Kochi.” The week in Tokyo gave them a very special opportunity to learn more about Japan, with visits to 4 international enterprises, as well as the Diet building,
US embassy, and the Imperial Palace. In Tokyo, 2 students (one from Tokushima University and another from Tsukuba University) who were members of the Japan-America

Student Conference, and one student from Meiji Gakuin University, joined the group as volunteers.
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At MEGA WEB, Toyota's theme park, they were given lecture about MIRAI, hydrogen automobile,
and actually rode it afterward.
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At Kikkoman headquarters, they learned how to make authentically brewed soy sauce and
their international development.
