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It was on June 27, 1841 that Manjiro and his crew were rescued by Captain Whitfield after drifting ashore. This year saw the 180th anniversary of

~

that momentous meeting. Due to the coronavirus pandemic, which began in early 2020, we were forced us to suspend our “in person” activities
since then, however we have been able to push ahead with our online activities through 2021 despite the coronavirus disaster.

We were able to distribute information online both domestically and internationally, and reaffirmed the importance of staying connected using
these “remote” activities. In addition, we have strengthened the grassroots exchange that fosters friendship and compassion, that owes it’ s
beginning to the encounter between Manjiro and Captain Whitfield. The activities of the CIE have provided these opportunities not only for Japan
and the U.S., but also for the wider international community, and as such, contributed to peace and understanding, in harmony with the heritage
begun by John Manjiro and Captain Whitfield all those years ago.

Mr. Yoshihiro Takishita, a resident of Kamakura City, and Mr. Peter Grilli a
resident of Boston, spoke of the appeal of old ‘minka’ houses, built using
traditional Japanese carpentry techniques which incorporate the wisdom of living
in harmony with the climate and nature in accordance with Japanese agricultural
culture and lifestyle. In addition to the participants of the summit, others who are
interested in Japan and Japanese architecture could join in, and more than 600
people from all over the world registered for the event.

By learning about the original construction methods of old minka, and about the
relocation and reconstruction of old minka for preservation, the participants had
an opportunity to think about Japan's traditional architectural culture and history,
as well as the SDGs that are common to the "Mottainai" culture and the mutual
support systems in traditional Japanese communities.
